
with all of the necessary information, 

6) scanning each one and linking it to 

its record in PastPerfect, 7) placing 

each in Mylar, then into its perma-

nent location in an acid-free folder by 

subject within its collection, and,     

finally, 8) placing them in an acid-

free box and onto a shelf in the      

archives, where they can ultimately 

be researched and enjoyed by the 

general public.  
 

Featured in this newsletter are six 

postcards, recently donated to the  

historical society by Carol Spence, 

that are unique to our collections.  

Can you tell where each one was 

taken?  The answers are on page six. 

One of the ongoing projects in our 

archives has been the cataloging of 

our postcard collections.  Currently 

we have 51 postcard collections cata-

logued and preserved in the archives, 

totaling approximately 1200 individ-

ual postcards.  All of the them, in 

some way, are pertinent to Howard 

County, with many of them being 

historic photographs of a scene in our 

county.   
 

Countless hours have been spent by 

staff and volunteers:  1) weeding out 

the duplicate postcards,  2) assigning 

a number to each one, 3) placing each 

in its appropriate collection, 4) as-

signing a number to the collection,  

5) entering each one into PastPerfect
